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The procedure for initiating, amending or rescinding a policy is set out in detail in clauses 3, 4, 5, and 
6 of the Deemed Provisions. The following diagram has been prepared as a guide.

NOTE: 1.  Clause 5(2) of the Deemed Provisions enables the local government to make an amendment to a 
local planning policy without advertising the amendment if, in the opinion of the local 
government, the amendment is a minor amendment.
